AVATARS REVEAL FUN FACTS ABOUT "AARON STONE" DURING

MARATHON EVENT TELECAST, FRIDAY, MARCH 27 ON DISNEY XD
Disney XD's signature series, "Aaron Stone," will be seen in a seven-episode marathon that includes special trivia on-air and online, in "Disney XD For Real: Aaron Stone Edition," airing FRIDAY, MARCH 27 (7:00 p.m., ET/PT) on Disney XD.

Disney XD avatars "Sk8r," "Tekhed," "INsdr," "gthgrl," "Hllywrd" and "gAmr" will present behind-the-scenes footage and trivia about the series' special effects, the cast's martial arts training and gamer jargon. The fun facts include that there are six custom-made Aaron Stone suits (three for actor Kelly Blatz and three for his stunt double), and that Kelly Blatz spent several weeks in martial arts training to prepare for his role as Aaron Stone.
Viewers can also log onto www.DisneyXD.com to watch an encore presentation of "Disney XD For Real: Aaron Stone Edition" (beginning at 8:00 p.m., ET/PT) and take a quiz for a chance to earn online rewards/trophies. Users can also create a unique 3D avatar representation of themselves. By playing games and completing special challenges, guests will be able to collect exclusive items to then transform their avatars.
The newly rebranded Disney XD network, which launched February 13, has drawn strong ratings in its initial one month. The channel, which replaced Toon Disney, is advertiser-supported and aimed primarily at boys 6-14.
Featuring themes of adventure, accomplishment, gaming, music and sports, "Aaron Stone" is about basketball-playing, video game-loving teen, Charlie Landers, who is enlisted to take on the real-life identity of a popular video game character and to defend against a secret organization intent on world domination, with the help of an android, S.T.A.N., who must train Charlie in how to stop the super-villains. It stars Kelly Blatz, Tania Gunadi, David Lambert and J.P. Manoux.
"Aaron Stone" holds a considerable edge in its timeslot (Mondays, 7:00-7:30 p.m.) versus programming on competitors Nicktoons and The N. It surpasses "Wolverine & X-Men" and "El Tigre" by 179% in Total Viewers (454,000 vs. 163,000), by 225% in Kids 6-14 (211,000 vs. 65,000) and by 282% in Boys 6-14 (172,000 vs. 45,000). "Aaron Stone" defeats "Zoey 101" on The N by 59% in Total Viewers (454,000 vs. 285,000), by 9% in Kids 6-14 (211,000 vs. 193,000) and by 153% in Boys 6-14 (172,000 vs. 68,000).

Launch to-date, "Aaron Stone" has outperformed year ago time period averages by impressive double-digit percent margins in target kid demos, up by 45% in Kids 6-14 (211,000 vs. 146,000) and by 69% in Boys 6-14 (172,000 vs. 102,000); Total Viewership has climbed 9% year-to-year (454,000 vs. 417,000).
"Aaron Stone" carries a TV-Y7-FV parental guideline.
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
