DISNEY'S EMMY-NOMINATED SERIES “PHINEAS AND FERB” 
CONTINUES THE COMEDIC ADVENTURE; PREMIERES NEW EPISODES

MONDAY, FEBRUARY 16 ON DISNEY XD
-- New Episodes Also Presented on DisneyXD.com --
All-new episodes of Disney’s laugh out loud animated comedy series, “Phineas and Ferb,” will roll out on Disney XD (currently known as Toon Disney) and in streaming video on DisneyXD.com, beginning MONDAY, FEBRUARY 16 with a 17-episode “Phineas and Ferb” TV marathon (8:00 a.m.-4:30 p.m., ET/PT). It ushers in a new episode (4:30 p.m., ET/PT), guest starring Geraldo Rivera, in which exasperated sister Candace finally gets Mom to see first-hand the outrageous antics of her brothers, Phineas and Ferb.

New episodes will air daily from February 16-21 (4:30 p.m., ET/PT); the series moves to its regular time slot on Saturday, February 21 (8:00 a.m., ET/PT) on Disney XD. Encore presentations will air daily on Disney Channel.
Seen around the world in 168 territories and 30 languages, “Phineas and Ferb” has created a strong connection with kids, tweens and families. For 2008, it ranked as television’s #1 animated series among Tweens 9-14. In its Friday 8:30 p.m. time period, it ranked as television’s #2 program among Boys 6-14.

Its success has created other opportunities around The Walt Disney Company, including a Nintendo DS game from Disney Interactive Studios, chapter books from Disney Publishing, summer apparel and accessories at mass retail from Disney Consumer Products, an upcoming soundtrack from Walt Disney Records and a DVD compilation, “Phineas and Ferb: The Daze of Summer,” releasing in February from Walt Disney Studios Home Entertainment.

A treasure trove of stories set to premiere later this year includes: an episode that parodies music video countdown shows and showcases the Top 10 “Phineas and Ferb” songs (as voted on by DisneyXD.com and DisneyChannel.com visitors); an episode that’s an all-musical extravaganza; another in which Phineas and Ferb go into the future; and an episode inspired by “The Wizard of Oz.”
Created and executive-produced by Dan Povenmire (“Family Guy”) and Jeff “Swampy” Marsh (“The Simpsons” and “Rocko's Modern Life”), the hit series is produced in traditional 2D animation from an artist’s storyboard. It is a production of Walt Disney Television Animation.
“Phineas and Ferb” features imaginative and witty characters, stories and music centered on resourceful Phineas Flynn and his stepbrother, Ferb Fletcher, as they stave off boredom and make every day of their 104-day summer vacation count. It was nominated for two Emmy Awards.
The series stars Vincent Martella (“Everybody Hates Chris”) as Phineas Flynn, Thomas Sangster (“Nanny McPhee”) as Ferb Fletcher, Ashley Tisdale (“High School Musical” and “The Suite Life of Zack & Cody”) as Candace Flynn, Mitchel Musso (“Hannah Montana”) as Jeremy, Caroline Rhea (“Sabrina, the Teenage Witch”) as mom Linda Flynn-Fletcher, Richard O'Brien (“The Rocky Horror Picture Show”) as dad Lawrence Fletcher, Dee Bradley Baker (“American Dad”) as Perry the Platypus, Alyson Stoner (“Cheaper by the Dozen”) as Isabella, Jeff “Swampy” Marsh as Major Monogram and Dan Povenmire as the nefarious Dr. Doofenshmirtz.

Upcoming schedule:

Monday, February 16 (4:30 p.m., ET/PT) 
“Phineas and Ferb Get Busted” – In an episode guest starring Geraldo Rivera, Candace finally gets Mom to see what Phineas and Ferb are up to. Then the boys get shipped off to reform school, where they encounter a strict Sergeant (played by Clancy Brown, “Shawshank Redemption”), all while investigative talk show host Morty Williams (guest star Geraldo Rivera) prepares an eye-opening report on the school.

Tuesday, February 17 (4:30 p.m., ET/PT)
“Unfair Science Fair” – Brian Stepanek (“Brian O’Brian” and “The Suite Life of Zack & Cody”) and Brenda Song (“The Suite Life on Deck”) guest star in an episode in which Phineas and Ferb must step in to help their neighbor, Baljeet, with his science project, a portal to Mars, while Dr. Doofenshmirtz also enters the fair in an attempt to redeem himself after an embarrassing loss years ago. Meanwhile, Candace competes with another girl (guest star Brenda Song) for a job at the Mr. Slushy Burger, where Jeremy works. Stepanek plays the hiring manager.
Wednesday, February 18 (4:30 p.m., ET/PT)
“Unfair Science Fair Redux” -- Candace feels rejected by her friends, so she steps into Baljeet's science fair project which transports her to Mars, where she is worshipped by the Martians. Now it’s up to Phineas and Ferb to bring Candace back down to earth.
Thursday, February 19 (4:30 p.m., ET/PT)
“The Lake Nose Monster, Parts 1 & 2” – John Larroquette guest stars as head of the Lake Nose Water Resort, where the Flynn-Fletcher family is camping. Candace is thrilled when she earns a spot on the lifeguard squad with Jeremy, until she repeatedly spots a creature lurking in the lake. Perry discovers Dr. Doofenshmirtz at the bottom of the lake removing all the zinc in the water in order to be the only one in the world with a lot of zinc. Meanwhile, Phineas and Ferb set out to rescue the mysterious Lake Nose monster from the effects of living in a zinc-less lake.

Friday, February 20 (4:30 p.m., ET/PT)

“Interview with a Platypus” – Phineas and Ferb wonder what Perry's really trying to say, so they invent an animal translator. Soon every animal in the neighborhood shows up with a list of complaints. Meanwhile, Candace is dealing with her own animal problems 


courtesy of Little Suzy's evil poodle, and Doofenshmirtz is trying to harness a Buoyancy Operated Aquatic Transport (aka, BOAT). In the second story, “Tip of the Day,” Phineas and Ferb produce a huge concert event, Aglet Aid, to raise awareness for the “aglet” (the plastic doohickey at the end of shoe laces). Meanwhile, a humiliating video of Dr. Doofenschmirtz has been leaked on the internet so he creates a memory eraser; Candace finally makes her mom realize that Phineas and Ferb are out of control with their projects -- until her memory, and everyone else's, is accidentally wiped clean by Doofenshmirtz's machine.

Saturday, February 21 (8:00 a.m., ET/PT)

“Attack of the 50 Foot Sister” – When Baljeet enters a vegetable growing contest at the local fair, Phineas and Ferb create the PhineasandFerbalizer to speed up the growing process. Meanwhile, Candace is attempting to make her way in the modeling business, but is told she's too short. Phineas and Ferb use their newest invention to help her grow, but she doesn't stop growing. In the second story, “Backyard Aquarium,” Phineas and Ferb build an aquarium in their backyard, and while Candace eagerly awaits a phone call from Jeremy, she is swept into the dolphin show. Meanwhile, Dr. Doofenshmirtz is getting rid of all the beach balls in the tri-state area as they are a constant reminder of a tragic beach ball incident from college.
Disney XD, premiering Friday, February 13, is a newly re-branded basic cable channel and multi-platform brand that will showcase a compelling mix of live-action and animated programming for kids age 6-14, hyper-targeting boys and their quest for discovery, accomplishment, sports, adventure and humor. Disney XD branded content will span television, online, mobile and VOD platforms. The programming includes series, movies and short-form, as well as sports-themed programming developed with ESPN. In the U.S., Disney XD will premiere on a 24-hour, advertiser supported network (currently known as Toon Disney) that reaches over 72 million households via its basic cable affiliates.
